e Your local governing body
® The community and citizens you represent

® Local, state, and federal legislation

TO ACT

e To articulate your library's needs

® To seek funding

e To promote your library whenever called upon by the librarian, city Council, or private
citizens

e To develop good personal relations with local, state, and federal representatives of
government

e To make yourself, your board, and your library visible in the community

TO REMEMBER

® The library board acts only as a whole

® The library board must authorize you to act as an individual on behalf of the library

® The board does not run the operations of the library
